The Amazon in danger

All the scientists confirm this: The world’s largest forest is a major regulator of the world climate and an effective bastion against the greenhouse effect which is the cause for cyclones, floods and droughts all over the planet. It is also the main reserve of the biosphere, a potential source of new medicines. However, the Amazon will disappear by end of 2070, if we do not manage to reverse the trend. 
Judge for yourself; deforestation in Ecuador has reached the record rate of 2.4% per year! At this rate, it will not survive the screeching chainsaws in… 2049. Needless to say we are all concerned by this deadline which will seriously affect the social and economic equilibrium of the world.
Faced with this alarming situation, Project Zero-Deforestation, driven by Arutam, a support association for Peuples Premiers (Native People) (www.arutam.fr) is a breath of hope for the planet and future generations. It aims to restitute legally to the Shiwiar and Zapara Indians in Ecuador their ancestral territories with a total area of 210,000 hectares, the equivalent of the entire Paris region including its suburbs, and this before the arrival of oil companies expected in 2010-2012.
It is at the request of the Nationalité Shiwiar d’Equateur, the NASHIE, a native organization recognized by the Ecuador government that Zero-Deforestation is launching in Europe a huge solidarity drive aiming to collect sufficient funds (70,000 €) to negotiate the constitutional recuperation of this primary forest bordering Peru. 
Thanks to this restitution, the Shiwiar and Zapara Indians will no longer be subject to the arbitrary decisions concerning their territory. After 500 years of colonization, they will finally become the participants and masters of their destiny. Today, their greatest desire is to maintain their forest, the birthplace of their people. “Protect the living forest”, they keep hammering at each conference or at the UNO. 
Concerned about future generations, they have designed an environmental management program respecting their identity and their cosmic vision, including actions in the areas of bilingual education, traditional medicines, fair trade (arts and crafts for example). Lastly, thanks to an interdependent and alternative community program of ecotourism, recently established in partnership with Zero Deforestation, they invite the entire world to discover the wealth of their culture, their forest and to support them in their fight for the survival of the Amazon (www.latitudsur.org).
Management of the last primary Amazonian forests by the Indians themselves is a fundamental right recognized by the Human Rights Charter registered in the Declaration of Native People with the UNO. Give your breath of oxygen to the Amazon and the Earth by participating in their project:
